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Glossary of Terms

Affinity — a term used to describe other planets and points that have relevance to the sign in
guestion but are not part of the classical rulership system. Only the original seven (Sun, Moon,
Mercury, Venus, Mars, Jupiter and Saturn) can be sign rulers. Some of these are in contention.

Cardinal — a quality that desribes the sign apart from its element. Cardinal signs will happily
chase down whatever they’re after.

“Diurnal”/”Nocturnal” — see “Hot”/”Cool”

Evolution — the phases that a sign goes through as it matures. The first phase is the most self-
centered and primitive expression. The final is the most selfless and refined expression.

Fixed — a quality that desribes the sign apart from its element. Fixed signs desire to be
stationary and let things come to them.

“Hot”/”Cool” — one set of qualities that defines a particular element. “Hot” elements (Air and
Fire) encourage the raising of energy or excitement. “Cool” elements (Water and Earth)
encouraging the lowering of energy or release of tension. “Hot” elements are of the Diurnal
sect or grouping; “Cool” elements are of the night sect.

Mutable — a quality that desribes the sign apart from its element. Mutable signs expect to get
as much as they give.

Tribe — tribe of Israel associated with the sign. Tradition states that each tribe carried an
astrological sign on its banner and also listed that sign on its gemstone in the High Priest’s

“Wet”/”Dry” — one set of qualities that defines a particular element. “Wet” elements (Air and
Water) make connections or encourage grouping, like water clumps together grains of dirt into
mud. “Dry” elements (Fire and Earth) break connections or encourage splitting, like dry stale
bread crumbling apart.
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
